	 •	 Treat all players, coaches, officials, and spectators with respect. 
	 •	 Show good sportsmanship by applauding effort, not just results. 
	 •	 Refrain from criticizing, yelling, or undermining players, coaches, or 

officials. 

	 2.	No Profanity or Disruptive Behavior 

	 •	 The use of profanity, abusive language, or inappropriate gestures is strictly 
prohibited. 

	 •	 Violations involving profanity will result in a one-year suspension from all 
North Canadian Athletic Association events. 

	 3.	Game Day Conduct 

	 •	 Allow coaches to coach and players to play. Do not shout instructions from 
the sidelines. 

	 •	 Respect officials’ decisions, even if you disagree. 

	 4.	Safety and Rules 

	 •	 Ensure your child arrives prepared and on time. 
	 •	 Follow all NCAA policies, including no alcohol, tobacco, or drugs at events.
